What is HOAST? Harlem Open Artist Studio Tour a.k.a. HOAST is over 150 artists and galleries in 
Harlem will open their doors to exhibit and sell their art for one spectacular weekend in October, 2007. 

artHARLEM, a non-profit community arts organization, organizes this celebration of contemporary arts in 
Harlem by showcasing artists in their private and public studios, galleries, museums across Harlem. Last 
year HOAST attracted over 2,000 local, national and international visitors who spent the weekend sight-
seeing Harlem by foot, using our shuttle bus and by the subways and buses. 

Where is HOAST happening? All of Harlem is participating - from the east side to the west side. From 
96th Street to 155th Street. A map is made available to those who wish to visit an artist studio or a partici-
pating gallery. The map pin-points everyone’s location along with shops, cultural institutions and other 
points of interest. If you would like to receive a copy of the last HOAST map, please send us an e-mail 
and one will be mailed to you. 

When is HOAST?  HOAST is happening on Saturday, October 6th from Noon to 6 p.m. and Sunday, 
October 7th from 1 p.m. to 6 p.m.

Why Sponsor HOAST? HOAST is publicized through The New Yorker, Art in America, the New York 
Times and the New Amsterdam News to list a few. More than half of the visitors surveyed spent the whole 
day walking around the streets, going from house to house, visiting artists and looking at art. These 
visitors were also interested in shopping in Harlem and getting a bite to eat.

 The 3rd Annual Harlem Open Artist Studio Tour (HOAST) is scheduled for October 6th & 7th, 2007. We 
would like to include your business on our ‘Arts and Culture Map of Harlem’.
